Introduction (Heading 1)
The template is used to format your paper and style the text. All margins, column widths, line spaces, and text fonts are prescribed; please do not alter them.
Selecting a Template (Heading 2)

Papers must be written in English. Papers must be set in a Times New Roman font.  Maximum length is 10 pages.  The paper must be set in single column format with a 10 point font.  Font sizes less than 10 points will not be accepted except for the headings.  Headers at the top of the page are as described below and shown in this template. The header above the title (italic Times New Roman font, 8 point), should not be altered and should appear on the book of abstracts and first page of the paper. Headers on pages two and beyond of the paper shall be an 8 point italic left justified “eLAC 2009” and right justified running paper title that is a maximum of 60 characters in length.  No footers can be used with the exception of the corresponding author line as the editors will add page number as the bottom center of each page once the entire proceedings has been compiled. 
Heading Rule (Heading3)

Headings of sections within the paper should be bold-faced and aligned to the left of the column. We recommend that standard headings be utilized such as Introduction, Methods and Materials, Results and Discussion, Conclusions, Acknowledgement, Nomenclature (if necessary) then References. There should be one blank line between the end of one section and the heading of the next section.  Hyphenation should be used to make word spacing as uniform as possible.

Materials and Methods (Heading 1)
Paper Submission should be submitted in a single email to el@insession.co.kr. A reply will be sent within one week to signify that the paper was received and from a cursory inspection, meets the format requirements.   Papers in excess of 10-pages will be returned to the author for truncation. After submission papers will be reviewed by experts. 
Results and Discussion (Heading 1)
Place figures and tables at the top and bottom of columns. Avoid placing them in the middle of columns. Large figures and tables may span across both columns. Figure captions should be below the figures; table heads should appear above the tables. Insert figures and tables after they are cited in the text. The printed version of the papers will only be in black-and-white.

Please use SI units in all text, figures and tables. Equations should be centered, with the equation number in parentheses in sequential order included right-justified, as in the below equation,

F=ma.

Equations should be separated from text by one line (above and below), and may be referred to by equation number. All symbols should be printed in italics or otherwise according to conventional practice, both in the equations and in the text. An example of how italics and equation numbers should be used is given here in referring to the force F in (1) above.

Acknowledgement
Avoid the stilted expression, “One of us (R. B. G.) thanks . . .”  Instead, try “R. B. G. thanks”. Put sponsor acknowledgments in the unnumbered footnote on the first page.
Nomenclature
Papers containing a significant number of equations must utilize a nomenclature section. We recommend authors utilize standard symbols for quantities whenever possible, for example D for diameter or  for surface tension. The nomenclature section should begin with English symbols first in alphabetic order, followed by Greek and other symbols. For Greek and other non-standard characters, the TrueType Symbol font should be used. Subscripts and superscripts should be listed in separate sections. Acronyms and Abbreviations (A&A) should be indicated in parentheses on their first use. The nomenclature section should immediately precede the references.
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The reference of this template will follow APA style. APA (American Psychological Association) is most commonly used to cite sources within the social sciences. This guideline, revised according to the 5th edition of the APA manual, offers examples for the general format of APA research papers, in-text citations, endnotes/footnotes, and the reference page. When using APA format, follow the author-date method of in-text citation. This means that the author's last name and the year of publication for the source should appear in the text, E.g., (Jones, 1998), and a complete reference should appear in the reference list at the end of the paper. Your reference list should appear at the end of your paper.
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
